The Career Integration Grant aims at encouraging researchers to establish
themselves in a long-term research career in Europe, by providing them with
a substantial research budget (“top-up”) paid by the EC and thus
contributing to the success of their research career. The transfer of
knowledge that was acquired prior to the CIG as well as long-lasting
collaborations with the scientific and/or industrial environment of the
country from which they have moved should be allowed for. Researchers
moving from third countries to Europe are an important target group to
counteract the brain drain from Europe. Alike to the other Marie Curie
Actions, the CIG follows a bottom-up approach, i.e. the research project is
chosen freely by the applicant in cooperation with his/her supervisor at the
host organisation.
