HEALTH.2013.2.2.1-4: Patho-physiology and therapy of epilepsy and 
epileptiform disorders. FP7-HEALTH-2013-INNOVATION-1. 

Applicants are expected to use multidisciplinary strategies in support of basic, 
preclinical and/or clinical research on epilepsy and epileptiform disorders. 
The goal is to better understand the complex patho-physiology of epilepsy in 
order to develop novel preventative strategies in at-risk patients, improve 
diagnostic methods, achieve better patient stratification and put more 
effective therapeutics on the market. Research proposed may address key 
issues such as genomics of epilepsy and epileptiform disorders, mechanisms of 
ictiogenesis and epileptogenesis, prevention of the development of epilepsy after 
potentially epileptogenic brain insults, mechanisms and/or epidemiology of 
refractory epilepsy, identification of age- and aetiology-specific drug targets for 
input in drug discovery process. 

Note: Limits on the EU financial contribution will apply and will be implemented 
strictly as eligibility criterion.

Funding scheme: Collaborative Project (large-scale integrating project).

One or more proposals may be selected.

Expected impact: This theme is expected to improve our understanding of the 
aetiology and mechanisms of epilepsy and epileptiform disorders. It will also help 
preventing the development of the disease after potentially epileptogenic brain 
insults. The presence of SMEs will help translating the molecular and cellular targets 
identified in basic and clinical research into a rational drug discovery process.

Additional eligibility criteria: 
1. The requested EU contribution per project shall not exceed EUR 12 000 000.

2. The estimated EU contribution going to SME(s) shall be 15% or more of the total 
estimated EU contribution for the project as a whole. The SME status and the 
financial viability will be assessed at the end of the negotiation, before signature of 
the grant agreement.

2-STUFIGE EINREICHUNG

First stage:
� proposal size limited to 6 5 pages for proposed research and 

expected impact

� only the coordinator needs to complete the ‘A forms’

� evaluation of 2 criteria only (S/T quality and Impact)

� Higher thresholds

Second stage:
� only coordinators of proposals passing Stage 1 will be invited to 

submit full proposals for Stage 2

� evaluation on all 3 criteria, independently from Stage 1

� Higher thresholds
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FIVE KEY QUESTIONS

=> answer on 1st page, better 1st paragraph!!

1. Why bother? What problem are you trying to solve?

2. Is it a european priority or could it be solved at national 
level?

3. Is the solution already available?

4. What would happen if we did not do this now?

5. Why you? Are you the best people to do this work?

TIPPS FOR SUCCESS

• has to be excellent, innovative idea that fits 100% to                                 
the call topic

• readers has to be “captured” by idea after the first                        
paragraph

• the 1st stage is a “mini full proposal” – not just a vague                         
idea, but a fully structured proposal with specific objectives, work 
packages, milestones etc.

• clear impact section – if SMEs are involved, describe impact for each 
SME and for the market (exploitation plan for results) 

• projects with clinical trials: some essential trial data need to be 
described in 1st stage already (patient numbers, in- and exclusion 
criteria…)
